Most homebuyers are looking just outside the City
of Barrie these days, a local Realtor association says.

On Tuesday, the Barrie and District Association of
Realtorsreleased its sales statistics for February 2019 -
the data shows that 170 units were sold in Simcoe
County last month, compared to 107 in Barrie.

"In February 2018, the majority of units sold came
from within the city," said Tania Artenosi,BDAR
president. "This year, it has shifted, showing sales
growth in Simcoe outside of Barrie."

There were 33.9 per cent more units sold across the
county, excluding Barrie, when compared to January
statistics. This growth in month-to-month sales is sig-
nificantly greater than during the same period in 2018;
the number of units sold increased 14.7 per cent in
February 2018, compared to the previous month.

Meanwhile, the average price of units sold in the
county in February 2019, excluding Barrie, was
$528,327. Barrie's average price was $475,832 last
month. Within city limits, the number of units sold
grew 4.9 per cent between January and February 2019
- this is significantly less than the growth experienced
during the same time in 2018, when sales increased by
about 25.7 per cent.

Year-over-year, county sales grew 45.3 per cent in
February 2019, while Barrie's dropped 24.6 per cent.

POLICE BOARD WELCOMES
SHORTER COMPLAINT

Barrie's police services board welcomes changes to
a police oversight law that would reduce how long it
takes to investigate citizen complaints. Board mem-
ber Linda Collins lamented the length of time it can
take for the Office of the Independent Police Review
Director (OIPRD) to complete an investigation into a
complaint against an officer. Collins was pleased to
hear anew version of the agency - to be called the Law
Enforcement Complaints Agency - is being pushed to
complete investigations within 120 days.

"We have some of these that are going on for years,"
Collins said at a Feb. 28 meeting.

Barrie police has one case before the provincial
agency that has been under investigation for two
years, three months. The complainants allege police
entered their home, damaged property, and harassed
them before arresting them and taking them to jail.
They were never charged. The complainants have
filed a lawsuit against the Barrie Police Service.

The Special Investigations Unit must also try to
complete investigations within 120 days under Bill 68,
the Comprehensive Ontario Police Services Act.

But SIU director Tony Loparco has called the Pro-
gressive Conservative government's plan to "endea-
vour to ensure" investigations are completed within
120 days "simply unrealistic."
